Australia's most successful Supercross rider, Chad Reed from Kurri Kurri, is set to race
against his idol, Jeremy McGrath, at his home race on the Super X calendar at Parramatta
Stadium 14th November. McGrath and Reed share two decades of success in America's
AMA Supercross Series, which is the highest level of the sport in the world.
